Montfort School, Anakkara, has a rich history that dates back to 1993 when the Montfort 

Brothers' Yercaud Province began exploring opportunities to establish a school in Kerala. His 

Excellency Mar Mathew Vattakkuzhy, the Bishop of Kanjirappally, Rev. Fr. Mathew Nellary, 

Director of Malanadu Development Society, and Fr. George Kottady, Parish Priest of St. Thomas 

Forane Church, Anakkara played instrumental roles in inviting the Montfort Brothers to start a 

school in Anakkara.

In 1994, Rev. Bro. K. J. Sebastian, the first Director and Principal, began building work on 

the school. The school was officially inaugurated on June 19, 1995, with 220 students, ten staff 

members, and three Brothers, Bro. K. J. Sebastian, Bro. Joseph John and Bro. Camillus. Over the 

years, the school has grown steadily, and today it boasts over 2040 students and 140 teaching and 

non-teaching staff members.
th thThe school received CBSE affiliation for the 10  class in 1999 and for the 12  class in 

2002. Boarding facilities for boys and girls were introduced in 2002 and 2004, respectively. The 

Augustinian Sisters joined the mission in 2004 to take over the girls' boarding facility.

Pupil gets one-fourth of his education from his teachers, another one-fourth by his 

intellectual efforts, another one-fourth from his fellow students and the rest in the course of time 

through life and experience. Education leads the individual from darkness to light, from ignorance 

to knowledge, from wickedness to righteousness and from falsehood to truth.

I prefer to focus on the last two facts: from wickedness to righteousness and from falsehood to 

truth. Socrates said, “Knowledge is power by which things are done. One who had true knowledge 

could not be other than virtuous.” Character formation has been the most important aim of 

education since the beginning of human culture. Without the development of character, no man 

can become an educated one. Swami Vivekananda has emphasized the importance of character 

building as the aim of education. Once he said, “If you have assimilated fine ideas and made them 

the basis of your life and character, you have more education than any man who has got by heart a 

whole library.” It reveals good habits and acts are the basis of good education and therefore character 

formation is done by good education system.
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All has admitted that man has a body and soul. Education should develop the learner to 

discover the soul within him and develop it in its fullest form. But it is not the aim of education to 

make every child a saint, but it helps to discover the soul in him to lead a spiritually sound life. We 

all know India is a secular country, so education should aim at religious tolerance, communal 

harmony, non-violence and peaceful co-existence in political, religious as well as spiritual 

matters.

With over three decades of teaching experience, I have witnessed a profound shift in the 

nature of students today. It seems that it would be better to think about what could be the reason 

for that. Today's kids are more violent than the older students. If we look at the research side of it 

we can find several reasons. Research suggests that parenting styles and practices can indeed play 

a significant role in shaping aggressive behaviour in children and adolescents. Children learn by 

observing their parents' behaviour including how they interact with others. If parents exhibit 

aggressive behaviour, their children are more likely to imitate this behaviour. Parents who use 

physical punishment or harsh discipline may inadvertently teach their children that aggression 

is an acceptable way to resolve conflicts. Parents who experience high level of stress may engage 

in aggressive behaviour towards children, which can model and reinforce aggressive behaviour 

in children.

It is worth mentioning that every family is unique and there is no single 'right' way to 

parent. However, by being aware of these factors and actively working to create a positive and 

supportive environment, parents can help their children develop better social skills and reduce 

the likelihood of aggressive behaviour.
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Managing aggressive behaviour in the classroom can be challenging for teachers but with 

the right strategies it can be effectively addressed. First of all, teach social and emotional 

skills by integrating lessons on empathy, conflict resolution and self-regulation. As observed 

by educationalists, teachers are guides, mentors, instructors and facilitators. So observe 

students to recognize signs of agitation or aggression at the foundation level itself and 

understand common triggers that may lead to aggressive behaviour in individual students. 

Try to redirect the students' attention to a different task or topic and provide materials for 

self-soothing such as stress balls or fidget toys. Moreover, ensure that they understand the 

consequences of their actions. By utilizing a combination of these strategies, teachers can 

create a safer and more effective learning environment while helping aggressive students 

learn appropriate ways to express their emotions and interact with others. Remember; 

consistency, patience and empathy are the keys in managing aggressive behaviour in the 

students.

In conclusion, creating a new system for controlling aggression among students can be a 

valuable investment in promoting a safe, supportive and inclusive learning environment. 

The schools must provide a team of educators, resources and support, to effectively manage 

aggression and create a safe learning atmosphere. However, it is essential to carefully 

consider the complexities involved and engage stakeholders in the development and 

implementation process to ensure that the system is effective, sustainable and responsive to 

the unique needs of the student population.

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MALALA YOUSAFZAI : 
WARRIOR OF GIRLS' EDUCATION

MalalaYousafzai, a person who aims for female education, has become one of 

the most powerful voices in the fight for gender equality and educational rights 

worldwide. At the age of seventeen, she scripted history as the youngest ever recipient 

of the Nobel Peace Prize. Her journey, from surviving a Taliban attack to becoming a 

global icon of hope and change continues to inspire millions. 

Born on July 12, 1997 in Mingora, a town in Pakistan's Swat's Valley, Malala was 

raised in an environment where education was a value, her father Ziauddin Yousafzai, 

held in high regard. As an outspoken advocate for education, he encouraged his 

daughter to pursue her academic dreams despite being in a society that restricted girls 

to get education. 

In 2012, the world was stunned when Malala was 

shot in the head by a Taliban gunman while riding a bus 

home from school. The attack was a direct result of her 

fight for girls' education and it sparked an outpouring 

support from across the globe. After being critically 

injured, Malala was transferred to Birmingham, UK for 

life-saving treatment and rehabilitation.

Malala's passion for learning began at an early age. She was inspired by her 

father's work and the teachings of her supportive mother. At the age of eleven, Malala 

started writing a blog for the BBC Urdu, under an anonymous name, where she 

documented life under the Taliban's oppressive rule. Her writings highlighted the 

challenges faced by the girls who were being denied the right to go to school.

Its initiatives have 

reached millions of young girls, empowering 

them to fight for their right to learn.
